This year we will be applying a growth regulator as part of the renovation and overseeding
process. A few weeks prior to the scalping/renovation process (winter rye grass), the grass will
be sprayed with a growth regulator so the Bermuda does not grow back as quickly during the
scalping process. The purpose of using this treatment is to reduce the number of clippings
and make this process smoother, which will reduce the amount of dust associated with the
renovation process. Our spray crew applicators are trained and certified for proper
application according to OSHA.

The concentration of the solution being sprayed is one percent (1%) of the product. Some
locations may use a light blue-green color marker to identify areas that have been sprayed.
The color marker fades out with exposure to sunlight after 24 to 48 hours. This treatment is an
environmentally safe process and is not toxic to pets. It is safe for people and pets to be on
the grass 15 minutes after the grass is sprayed.
